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$1 MILLION CHALLENGE FROM LARKSPUR RESIDENTS
DRIVES FUNDRAISING TO 80% OF NEW LIBRARY GOAL
Lori Lerner and Terry Berkemeier Accelerate Fundraising Momentum

Challenge Doubles New Funds and State Grant Could Double Them Again

Larkspur, Calif. (January 5, 2022) – The Commons Foundation (TCF), a non-profit with a
charter to raise funds to build a new public library in Larkspur, today announced the receipt
of a $1 million challenge from Larkspur residents Lori Lerner and Terry Berkemeier. The
Lerner-Berkemeier Challenge matches new major gift contributions of $50,000 or more to
TCF through December 31, 2022. If fully matched, the challenge has the potential to bring
library fundraising to 80% of its Phase 1 goal. Funds matched before February 15, 2022,
will be included in the City of Larkspur state library grant application, and could be doubled
again.

With a goal of raising $2 million
in new donations for the TCF
Capital Campaign in 2022, the
Lerner-Berkemeier Challenge
offers the campaign a
significant boost. “We strongly
believe in the importance of
funding and building the best
new modern library
possible,” said Lori Lerner.
“We hope our challenge will

encourage others to support this important community project.”

Gifts or pledges received prior to the City’s state matching grant application on February
15, 2022, could be doubled again if the state grant for libraries is awarded. “We
appreciate Lori and Terry’s generosity and the unique timing relative to the state
matching grant opportunity,” said Joe Jennings, President, The Commons
Foundation. “It is rare that we can offer donors the potential to have their gifts
increased by 4X. If the community responds quickly, and funds are matched a second
time by the state grant, it’s possible we could exceed our $5 million Phase 1 fundraising
goal. Funds in excess of $5M would enable Phase 2, which could allow us to build a larger
library, add a public square, and increase onsite parking while significantly reducing
construction time.”   

To date, $200,000 in new pledges from private citizens have been made to the
Lerner-Berkemeier Challenge including contributions from Larkspur residents Tina
McArthur and Richard Rubenstein, and Larkspur City Council member and former
mayor Catherine Way. “This is a once in a lifetime opportunity to create a new library
and community center that will be a vibrant gathering place and cultural hub for
generations to come,” said Way.

Earlier this year, the City of Larkspur announced it will be vacating City Hall and will
permanently move the Larkspur Library to The Commons. But with competing needs for
city and state support, Jennings says the Foundation cannot rely on City funds alone. “The
City will build what it can afford, so it’s imperative that we all come together to financially
support this transformational project,” said Jennings.

As of December 31, 2021, the TCF Capital Campaign had raised $2.5M toward its $5
million Phase 1 goal (not including $800,000 of the $1 million Lerner-Berkemeier
Challenge).

Mini Libraries Update
The creation and opening of the Friends of Larkspur
Library’s mini library at iDoLaundry was announced
in the Summer 2021 issue of this newsletter.  FOL
board member Diana Saint James had noticed a set
of unused shelves next to a washing machine and
received permission to convert them into a treasure
trove of Spanish and English children’s books.

The top shelf features a bin of easy reader picture
books, and the two middle shelves offer young
adult books and graphic novels. The bottom shelf is
filled with colorful board books designed for
toddlers. With signage in English and Spanish that
reads “TAKE A LOOK - TAKE A BOOK - FREE!”,

young visitors to the laundromat are encouraged to select a book to read then and
there, and either return the book to the shelves or take it home.

Laundromats are ideal places to find busy families who may appreciate exposure to
additional educational resources. Parents generally return weekly to their local
laundromats and their children often wait an average of 90 minutes as the family
laundry is washed, dried, and folded. Books are the ideal alternative to boredom or
electronic phone games.

The mini library is restocked with books twice
monthly by FOL volunteers. Board member Diana
Saint James reported in after a restocking visit:
“The books were all jumbled which made me happy
because it meant kids were looking at them. All the
Harry Potter books were gone from the YA shelves.
There were also no board books, so those had all
gone home to families. But there are plenty of fresh
books now, and I added a selection of donated
Christmas books.”

New books have been generously donated by
Joanne Vosmek, manager of Copperfield’s Books in
San Rafael and Larkspur. Gently used books are
donated by the Friends or purchased using funds
donated to the Friends of the Larkspur Library. A
special thank you goes to iDoLaundry, 469 Magnolia
Avenue in downtown Larkspur, for generously
donating the space for the mini library.

Also in 2021, Friends started a mini library in the Emergency Department at Marin
Health Medical Center. Children ages 4-7 are offered a book to read and take home,
adding a bit of comfort to their visit. This collection is regularly restocked by Friends
Board President Barbara Friday. Next on the ideas list of mini libraries to start is the
family visitation area at San Quentin Prison.

Closeup: Librarian Jessica Brandi

Jessica Brandi’s path to becoming a librarian was not
a straight line.

After graduating from college in Southern California,
Jessica Brandi thought she would go back to school
to get a teaching credential. She ended up studying
and spending time with the academic librarian, a
relationship that resulted in Jessica applying to library
school at San Jose State University (“that and UCLA
were my only options then”).  Since then, she has
spent ten years in libraries, including school and
public libraries in Southern California.  

“Every library and community is different,” she says.
“The challenge is to tailor resources.  But everyone
wants connection, a sense of community.  They want

to see their interests represented.”  

The best thing about library work, she says, are the patrons. “I love meeting people in the
community, developing new relationships, enriching their intellectual experiences.”  The
worst? “Budgetary limitations that challenge you to be more creative with your resources.”

She finds Larkspur Library patrons “very well read, curious, vocal, with eclectic tastes.” Her
taste in reading runs toward non-fiction and memoirs.  Robert McFarland (The Old Ways,
Landmarks, The Lost Words, and Underland) is a current favorite author.

When she is asked to recommend a book to a patron, “it opens a larger conversation
involving that patron’s interests and past reading experiences. Those conversations usually
end up with the patron recommending something to me.  It is a collaborative situation, not
one-sided.”

The last few years — the pandemic years — have caused the library to “shift our services
— pivot,” not once but several times. “People are reentering the public space,” she says,
but maybe not everyone.  A Larkspur Library book group, run by Teresa Capasso, “enjoyed
their at-home participation,” preferring to meet virtually “from the comfort of their homes.”
Can some services become/remain virtual? “We try to help non-tech savvy patrons take
advantage of our online resources.”

The goal? “To keep people connected and help them advance to a new age.”

Gifts made
through DAFS, IRA distributions, cash, and stocks, and even some crypto, are welcome.

There will be acknowledgement
and naming opportunities at different levels of support.

As she has said in an interview, Patchett appreciates writing essays, which require her to
think deeply about her experiences. From reflecting on the influence of Charles Schulz’s
Snoopy as a writer, or on the importance of knitting, or about how her three fathers shaped
her, to the significance of special friends, she writes about life with clarity, wit, and insight.

The Violin Conspiracy by Brendan Slocomb
 

Though not due out until February 2022, I was fortunate
to receive an advance copy of this mystery/thriller from
a friend in the book trade. Ray McMillan, a black violin
protégé, can stop using a rental violin when he is gifted
with an old family instrument handed down from his
great, great grandfather who was once a slave. His
playing soars with this violin. Taking it in for repairs, he
is shocked to learn his violin is a Stradivarius valued at
10 million dollars. Prior to a big competition, the violin is
stolen and held for ransom. While much of the book is

about Ray’s quest to find the missing instrument, it also painfully highlights the racism he
experiences as a black teenager in the classical music world and lack of family/school
support until a mentor encourages him to pursue his musical dreams. Slocomb, the author,
is a classical musician and educator who writes authentically as someone who has walked
this path. This was a fast, fascinating, insightful read and I predict we’ll be seeing the
movie version one day.

The Great Circle by Maggie Shipstead

The Great Circle is subtitled “A Novel.” It’s a good thing
because this wide-as-the-sky story rings with truth on
every page and delivers characters who will live with
you like friends you grew up with. In 1914, infants
Marian Graves and her brother Jamie are saved from
an ocean liner sinking in the Atlantic and are raised in
Montana with their artist uncle. A pair of dust cropper/
daredevil pilots come to town and Marian discovers the
passion that will determine the course of her life: she
will fly planes. She does, from an early age, supported by a bootlegger whose interest in
her ends up in their marriage. Later Marian will fly in Alaska as a bush pilot and then, with
a small group of women pilots, on missions in WWII and then on her final effort to
circumnavigate the globe from pole to pole. Interspersed with Marian’s storyline is that of
Hadley Baxter, a contemporary movie celeb who’s cast as Marian in a film. Shipstead’s
handling of these two disparate lives—and those of the people around them—is completely
authoritative and compelling. It’s a long book (610 pp in the print edition) but has the depth
and breadth of the horizons Marian pushes toward. It’s a classic American story of self-
determination—and it’s about two women. Read it.

The Chancellor by Kati Marton

I’ve been reading The Chancellor, the Remarkable
Odyssey of Angela Merkel by Kati Marton. I haven’t
quite finished it. I’m savoring it because, just like
Merkel's steady and calm leadership, I don’t want it to
end. Who knew that while living in East Germany, a
pastor’s daughter who worked as a research chemist,
and entered politics after the fall of the Berlin Wall, that
she longed to drive through the Rocky Mountains
listening to American rock music? Her admiration for
Ronald Reagan and George H. W. Bush, and friendship
with Barack Obama as well as the way she attempted to
work with Donald Trump are awe inspiring. Merkel is
highly protective of her privacy, but with access to the

former chancellor’s inner circle and travel records, author Kati Marton has written a
fascinating profile of this extraordinary world leader.

A Killer in King’s Cove by Iona Whishaw

Written in 2016, this is the first Lane Winslow mystery,
with several sequels available at the library. Lane is
wonderful — a super-smart former World War II British
spy who moves to extremely rural British Columbia (she
liked the look of it on a travel poster) to start a new life.
But her neighbors have decades-old secrets, leading to
a mysterious murder (the victim seemed to be stranger
to the area but has Lane’s name on a piece of paper in
his pocket), and Lane becomes the chief suspect.  She
also tries to solve the crime, and in the process of
suspect-detecting, she falls in with an appealing police
detective. They are, of course, perfect for each other,
and I imagine they will come to realize this in subsequent Lane Winslow mysteries.
